BACKGROUND:

* ATD is a genetic disorder that can lead to liver fibrosis/
cirrhosis and respiratory problems.

® There is presently no cure.

* Study evaluates the effects and effectiveness of
CBZ over a 12-month period.

ELIGIBILITY:

Patient must:

* Have ATD (either ZZ or SZ type)

* Be between 14 and 80 years of age
* Meet other eligibility requirements
